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According to the First Amendment Center's booklet A Teacher's Guide to Religion in the Public
Schools, "if a guest speaker is invited, care should be taken to find someone with the academic
background necessary for an objective and scholarly discussion of the historical period and the
religion being considered." Faculty or graduate students from local universities' departments
of history or religion might be suitable for this purpose.
Teachers can also invite faith practitioners as guest speakers. Local religious leaders (rabbis,
imams, ministers, priests, elders), community members, college students and parents can
share with students about their experience as a member of a faith tradition. Providing an
opportunity for students to learn about how a religion is understood by practitioners
themselves is consistent with basic academic guidelines for teaching about religion, and can
supplement insights gained from scholarly perspectives.
It must be kept in mind that this type of speaker has commitments to his or her own faith,
and it is absolutely necessary for guest speakers to understand the First Amendment guidelines
for teaching about religion in public education and the academic nature of the assignment.

Thus, speakers shall not engage in any form of proselytizing or indoctrination.

Course Description and Purpose

What is Islam? Is it simply a religion, or is it a culture as well? What do
Muslims do? What do Muslims believe? Do all Muslims act in similar ways and
believe in similar things, or are there a wide variety of beliefs and practices that
can be considered characteristically "Islamic™? These questions will guide our
intellectual journey this semester, as we survey small stretches of the vast territory
signified by the term "Islam."

First appearing in 7th century Arabia, Islam was one aspect of a civilization
that quickly spread through North Africa to Spain, and through the Middle East
and Central Asia to India and later Southeast Asia. Expanding far beyond its
Arabian roots, the religion of Islam has come to comprise some 20% of the world's
population. In fact, it is said to be the fastest growing religion in the United States.
Therefore learning about Islam is not an exercise in antiquarianism, but rather is
key to a richer understanding of this country and the wider world.

This course will primarily focus upon the religious aspects of Islam and Muslim
culture. Therefore we will begin our journey by questioning how one goes about
studying a religion, why one would do so, and what one means by a "religion" in
the first place (Part I). After surveying this theoretical path, we shall examine the
historical moments that most Muslims see as the foundations of their faith: the life
of the Prophet Muhammad and the revelation of the Qur'an (Part I1). Next we will
briefly look at some of the various Muslim responses to the Islamic message, from
political movements to formulations of Islamic law and Islamic mysticism (Part
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). Finally, we shall undertake group projects centered around the theme of

Islam in the modern world (Part IV).

Although it will only be possible to touch the surface of many of these topics,

the goal of this course is to get an idea of the depth and richness of Islamic
traditions, and an idea of the many different avenues that can be explored in
Islamic Studies.

Course Requirements:

1.

Attendance and Participation: Your attendance and participation are
crucial to the success of this course, and it is important that you come to class
having read the assigned material. On several occasions | will give pop quizzes
during the first five minutes of class (no more than 5 quizzes over the course of
the semester), and there will be no makeup quizzes. You will lose points (the
equivalent of one quiz) if you are absent more than 3 times during the semester
without proof of medical emergency.

. Discussion Questions: Every *Thursday* you are required to come to class

with *two* questions that the readings raised for you, questions that you
would like to discuss in class. Your questions should indicate to me your serious
thought over the readings. Type up your questions, and give one copy to me at
the beginning of class on Thursday. No questions will receive credit after that
time. They will be graded on the "check-plus (outstanding) / check
(acceptable) / check-minus (unacceptable)” system.

Short Take-home Exams: There will be *two* short take-home exams
over the course of the semester, given out on a Thursday and due the following
Tuesday. They will consist of several brief identification questions, and one or
two short essays (a total of 3-4 pages).

. Final Project: | will divide you into small groups of three or more students

that will meet once a week outside of class to discuss issues further, to watch
films together, and to work on group projects. Once you and your group decide
upon a time and place to meet, your attendance will be expected. Periodically |
will come to these group meetings as well, both to answer any questions that
you might have and to see how you are doing. Working within your group, you
will read and discuss *one* book that touches upon the theme of Islam in the
modern world (Steven Barboza's American Jihad, Muhammad Rajab’s Village
Childhood, Alifa Rifaat's Distant View of a Minaret, Tayeb Salih's Wedding of
Zein, or Assia Djebar's Far From Madina). For the Final Project, your group
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will choose a short selection from the work to assign for the rest of the class to
read, will present the work to the class, and will lead class discussion that day.
You will be graded on your presentation as a group.

5. Take-home Final Exam: The main component of your take-home final will
be a medium-length essay (6-8 pages) dealing with the book that you read for
your Final Project and its relationship to broader themes in the course.
Although you are encouraged to discuss the questions with others, you will
work on this essay individually, and each of you will receive your own grade.
The second component of your take-home final will be a short written course
evaluation. The entire Final Exam will be due in my office by 5 pm on the day
during finals week that the class would normally take a written Final.

Method of Grading:

Grades will be based on a ten-point scale, without a curve. For example, 97-
100% is an A+, 93-96% is an A, 90-92% is an A-, 87-89% is a B+, 83-86% is a
B, 80-82% is a B-, 77-79% is a C+, etc.. You will be graded in the following
areas:

Course Description:

This course is an introduction to Islam as a prophetic religion in the Abrahamic
tradition. We will explore the different ways in which Muslims have interpreted
and practiced the prophetic message of Muhammad through historical and
phenomenological analyses of theological, philosophical, legal, political, mystical
and literary texts. Through these analyses course participants will develop a
framework for explaining the sources and symbols through which historically
specific experiences and understandings have been coded as “Islamic.” The course
focuses in particular on the early and contemporary periods of Islamic history.

Course Requirements:

Active participation in group discussions. This requires you to read all assigned
texts carefully so as to be an informed and thoughtful participant in discussions. It
also requires you to attend class regularly.

Participation in a debate on the status of drinking alcohol in Islamic law. In
preparation for the debate, you are required to write a fatwa and post it on the
course website. After the debate, you are required to write a reflection paper on
the course website on the nature of religious law due in-class on Thursday
October 13.

In this course we will examine the various ways in which Islamic mysticism has
been expressed over the course of more than fourteen centuries. We will focus on
Sufism, although not all Islamic mysticism falls under that exact rubric. This
course surveys the rise of ascetic and mystical tendencies in Islam, the historical
development of Sufism, the flowering of Sufi brotherhoods, and some of the
central ideas of Sufism.

The Course:

Sufism, or Islamic mysticism, is one of the most important manifestations of
Islamic piety. The Sufi tradition has been the source of some of the greatest
literature produced in the Islamic world. The belief in the awliyah-i Allah (Friends
of God) is common to most of the Muslim world. Sufi orders (tarigahs) have long
been important institutions in the Muslim world, transcending ethnic, linguistic,
and national differences. This seminar provides an opportunity to engage in the
close reading of some of the most important recent scholarship on the topic of
Sufism. Readings will include both primary and secondary sources and will
examine the phenomenon of Sufism both as a religious and a socio-cultural
phenomenon from a number of different perspectives.

Requirements:

(1) Class attendance and completion of assigned readings. This is a seminar and
all students will be expected to attend all classes. Unexcused absences will
result in a lowering of one's grade.

(2) Participation in class discussion. 20%.

(3) Weekly reaction essays. Students will turn in a 2-3 page typed and double-
spaced paper at the beginning of each class meeting focusing on issues raised
in the reading assigned for that week.

The focus of this course is on the lives of contemporary Muslim women, the
factors informing constructions of gender in the Islamic world, and the role played
by questions of women's status in modern Islamic religion and society.

The second section of
the course will focus on contemporary Muslim women in a number of different

INSTRUCTOR: PROFESSOR JOSEPH ZEIDAN.

Course Description:

This course will investigate intensively the quest for personal identity in the
literature of Arab women as reflected in various genres. Since the Arab cultural
reawakening toward the end of the 19th century women's literature passed
through three main stages. The first one, which lasted through the late 1940s, is
characterized with the tendency to imitate the mainstream (male) culture. The
second one, that of the 1950s and 1960s, dwells on the quest for personal identity.
In the third stage, the focus is shifted to issues related to national identity.
Representative selections from each period will be read and discussed. The
students will be asked to familiarize themselves with some major feminist theories.

Course Description:

Since medieval times, nothing about Islam has perplexed the West more than
the role of women. We consider the current Western view of Muslim women as
victims before reading translated Islamic texts on gender and historical evidence of
women'’s religious and social activities since the sixth century. These works include
the Eve and Virgin Mary narratives in the Qur’an, legalist works on the ideal
Muslim wife and mother, and biographies of women warriors, political leaders,
religious scholars and Sufi mystics.

Muslim apologists and feminists use such materials in varying ways. Attitudes
toward the body - involving sexuality, purity, fertility and seclusion - will be
examined in a comparative context. Finally, we look at how women’s economic
power and their participation in modern revivalist movements are bringing about
new identities for Muslim women worldwide.

Course Requirements and Evaluation:

Students will be required to maintain a journal for the duration of the course,
as well as write two brief papers.
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Students are evaluated on the basis of journal reviews of the readings and of
the films; class participation and discussion; and two brief research papers.

Course Description:

Is there a really a "clash of civilizations" between Islam and the West today?
Has there ever been? In this course we will try to answer this question, by
examining the historical development of relations between Christianity and Islam,
and focusing specifically on the contrast between perceptions today and the
realities of the more distant past. Themes to be addressed will include holy war,
conquest, and slavery, but also peaceful religious conversion, cultural interaction,
and shared concepts of faith and tolerance.

Although this is a history class whose primary focus is the pre-modern period,
it also aims to provide a basis for understanding the complexities of Muslim-
Christian relations in the contemporary world. Weekly discussions will be
conducted with reference to current events in addition to the assigned readings,
with special attention paid to a critique of the way the media and entertainment
industry in both the West and the Islamic world represents, and misrepresents, the
historical relationship between the two religions.

Organization and Requirements:

Meetings will be divided between a lecture and an activity/discussion session
based on assigned readings. To facilitate discussion, each student will be required
to write five short (1-2 page) papers on the reading assignments during the course
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of the semester. These must be handed in at the start of class on the day in which
the readings will be discussed. Students are free to choose which weeks they will
write their papers, but at least two must be completed by the session on Oct. 11,
and all five by Nov. 29 th.

In addition, a longer paper of 6-8 pages will be due at the end of the semester.
This should incorporate ideas from at least two of the earlier papers, and use
evidence from the readings to address the larger themes of the class. A rough draft
of this paper should be handed by Dec. 5th, and revised and resubmitted by the
Dec. 19™.

Finally, students will be asked to form small groups and select a book, a film, a
website, or any other example from the modern mass media related to the history
of relations between Christianity and Islam. These will be presented and critiqued
for the rest of the class in a short (10-15 minute) oral presentation during our last
weekly meeting.

Attendance:

This is a seminar built around class discussion, so attendance and active
participation are mandatory and form a significant component of the final grade.
Part of this will be determined by very brief weekly quizzes on the readings, the
rest more subjectively based on an evaluation of attention and engagement in
class. You may miss three class meetings for whatever reason.

After that, you will fail the course for any absence not accompanied by written
documentation (see the University policy concerning excusable absences).

Course Description:

The focus of this course is to gain an overview and understanding of the
primary fields of Islamic thought from the 7th-13th centuries, focusing on analysis
of the following categories of Islamic beliefs (expressed in Islamic texts) by asking
primarily the questions that follow:

(a) Beliefs concerning the basis of knowledge (What should we rely on in order
to gain knowledge? What should we rely on in order to understand and
properly interpret that basis of knowledge?) -- Epistemology

(b) Beliefs concerning the nature of ultimate reality (What is truly real? What
are some of the characteristics of ultimate reality? What is more real, less
real? What degrees of reality are there, if any? How is what is more real
related to what is less real? What will be the nature of reality if and when
the world as we know it ends? ) -- Ontology (with subcategories of
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Theology, Cosmology, and Eschatology)

(c) Beliefs concerning the character of human nature as understood in the light
of or in relation to that reality (Who are we? How do we identify
ourselves? What are our identies?)-- Anthroplogy

(d) Beliefs concerning the nature of human psychology (What does our
consciousness consist of? Namely, what are our faculties of consciousness?
—e.g. mind, conscience, soul, etc.; and What are our states or contents of
consciousness? —some contemporary answers are electro-chemical
impulses, thoughts, and emotions such as love, grief, happiness,
depression, anger, ecstasy, etc. ) -- Psychology

(e) Beliefs concerning the purpose of life (What is/are the purpose(s) of life?)--
Teleology

(f) Beliefs concerning the way of life that leads to that attainment (How can we
achieve the purpose? What are some of the major aspects of the method or
way of life that leads to that attainment?-- Methodology, with
subcategories such as the following: social, political, economic,
religious/spiritual.

Note that this is a Writing Intensive Program (WIP) Course.

Objectives of Course:

To gain broad general knowledge of the major Islamic areas of scholarship and
major Muslim writers and their thought during the Caliphal age, the 7th-13th
centuries of Islam.

To learn, in a relatively objective manner, how to understand and analyze
beliefs in general and the thought and beliefs of Muslim scholars of the Caliphal
age, in particular.

To gain familiarity with basic English tools for research in Islam.
Course Methods:
Religiological and Hermeneutically Objective Analysis

Traditional lecture, discussion, writing assignments, and Webct discussion
board.

Texts:
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Various articles from Dr. Godlas' website http://www.uga.edu/islam, and on
the WebCT page for the class. Note that Dr. Godlas' website is linked to the
Religion dept. home page http://www.uga.edu/religion. So if you forget the url of
his page, you can just go the Religion Dept. home page. You can also just put Dr.
Godlas last name into any search engine.

Writing Intensive Course:

This is a writing intensive course. This means you must work closely with the
TA, Mr. McDuffie, on your writing assignments. In general, there will be the
following writing assigments

One 7 page page to be handed it at the end of the semester in which you will
religiologically analyze a work of a Muslim scholar who was writing during the
Caliphal period A list of scholars will be posted; and you will sign up for one so
that there will not be duplication. This will also involve a brief five minute oral
presentation. (Grad students will give 15 minute presentations at a separate time.)

Five 1 1/2 - 2 page long religiological and hermeneutically objective analyses of
the class readings, generally every few weeks beginning in the sixth week of class.
See the handout (also posted on WebCT) titled "Steps for Hermeneutically
Objective Analyses." For due dates, see the "Schedule of Readings and
Assignments” and the WIP syllabus.

Postings of #2 on webct and responses to three other students' postings one
week after each of the five papers are due. Due dates will be posted on the
discussion board of WebCt.

Tests and Grading:

1) 13% test 1, at the end of the fourth week, covering the Religiology,
Hermeneutical Objectivity, the main terms and concepts in the articles
"Islam" (by Voll), "Talking to Churches About Islam"(Kaltner); "Ten Things
Everyone Needs to Know about Islam" (Esposito); and in "Muslim
Beliefs"(S. H. Nasr); objective and essay format.

2) 14% test 2, at the end of the 10th week; objective and essay format.
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3) 20% final, objective and essay format. Wed, Dec 14, 2005, 3:30 - 6:30 pm

5) 20% final paper and oral presentation

Syllabus for Graduate Seminar on Arabic Philosophy
Instructor: Dr. Peter Adamson (KCL).

The course will consist of 20 seminars, 10 in Term 1 and 10 in Term 2. Each
seminar will last for two hours, and combine lecture with discussions devoted to a
close reading of a text (in English translation).

Course Aims:

To give students an understanding of the historical development and
philosophical interest of philosophy produced in the Arabic-speaking world,
focusing on the time period from al-Kindi (9" century) to Averroes (12" century),
which one might call the "classical” period of Arabic thought.

Course Obijectives:

Students who complete the course should have developed an understanding of
the following issues in classical Arabic philosophy:

= Philosophy of mind (i.e. theory of soul and intellect);
= The relation between philosophy and religion;

= The attitude taken towards Greek philosophical texts, especially
Aristotle, by Muslim philosophers;

= The problem of divine attributes;

= The nature of God as cause;

* The problem of free will.

= Students will also gain an awareness of some developments in the post-
classical era, though this will not be the main focus of the course.
