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A- Detached Housing (Dwellings)/
single-unit housing:

Detached (free-standing): any house that is completely
separated from its neighbours.

Only one unit allowed on each parcel

These vary greatly in scale and amount of
accommodation provided.

Depending on the location and the type of finishing,
these can be considered the highest cost in all housing

types.

The lower level contains the
kitchen — dining — living areas. The
upper floor contains the sleeping
areas. Provides maximum privacy.

The split level house separates
living activities into three levels. The
kitchen- dining- living is the main
level close to the ground. The
sleeping level is located one-half
level above the main level. The
garage and utility level is one-half
level below the main level. The
advantage is the partial separation of
activities and greater privacy,
roduces maximum total interior area
or a small-size house.

A- The Core Type Arrangement

The presence of a core around which
units are arranged in a similar pattern.

B- Corridor Type Arrangement

The open corridor scheme - Double
Loaded Corridor scheme also known as
central corridor scheme. Can be
extended, to allow maximum number of
units. The total width of the building is
limited to the depth of Y units. Length
of corridor depends on regulations.

Provided with extra stair for emergency
C- Skip — Stop Plan:

In this arrangement, the elevator stops on

alternate floors. The objective of this

scheme is to eliminate nonliving floor area
to reduce construction costs and to make

the building more efficient.
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A- Low-rise Apartment:

Low-rise apartment building Iis
considered to be a structure of three
to five story high

Low rise apartment building is a
common type of multiple dwellings.

Lot coverage is moderate (¢ — V+%).

B- High-rise Apartment:

The high rise apartment building is any
structure over six stories and up to twenty to
Forty story buildings. The most common
types of buildings are the tower. The reason
for such construction is due to high land cost
in central urban areas.

High rise buildings can be constructed
individually on their own lots or in large

development such as urban projects.

The term "duplex" refers to a single
structure consisting of two separate dwelling
units.

It may be a two-story building in which one
dwelling unit is situated over another with
access to the upper unit by means of a
private staircase.

It may be also a structure having two
dwelling units located side by side along a
common wall.

A duplex apartment can be a single
dwelling unit spread over two floors
connected by an indoor staircase

The main advantage of this type of
construction is the economy achieved in the
construction of the common wall.
